Disclaimer: This statement is based on the initial service line inventory for our system as 
required by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) under the Lead and Copper Rule 
Revisions. This statement does not take into consideration the presence of unknown or lead 
service line connectors. A gooseneck/pigtail/connector is defined as a piece of pipe typically 
not exceeding two feet in length that connects the water main to the service line or the 
service line to the water meter of a building.
